| Can See Antonivka Bridge From the Window

Ukrainian military forces liberated Kherson. Russians retreated to the right bank of the River Dnipro
and began shelling the city on a regular basis. Antonivka, a village on the bank of the River Dnipro
located close to the blown-up Antonivka Bridge, a strategically important object for the Russians, is
the shortest way to get to the occupied right bank and suffers the most. The occupiers visited Iryna, a
resident of Antonivka living in front of the Antonivka Bridge, numerous times. She heard what the
occupiers were talking about. The report by Taras Ibrahimov tells how Antonivka residents live under
the constant gunfire of the occupiers and how the village leader Serhiy Ivashchenko supports the

residents.

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English script

Serhiy lvashchenko, head of Antonivka village:

There are attacks every single day here. They shoot anywhere just to get a shot. This is Antonivka.

CORRESPONDENT:

After the liberation of Kherson, the Russian military retreated to the left bank of the Dnipro River and
began shelling the city regularly. Antonivka, a village which is part of the Kherson hromada (territorial
community) and is actually located on the bank of the river, close to the Antonivka bridge, suffers

perhaps more than others.

IRYNA (in Russian):

The neighbours had orcs living with them. They periodically shot cats and dogs. They had fun. They
came by many times: "Who lives here? Can we live with you? How many of you are here? They came
because | worked for the Security Service of Ukraine. Naturally, they came and asked questions. But |
was a doctor, not an operations officer. They spent nights near our gate. And they said that if they
were sent to the front line, they would kill their commander and surrender. We heard such
conversations all the time. But when the offensive actually started, and in the morning, when our

military came, there was not a single boat or orc anywhere.

CORRESPONDENT:

Serhii, the village head, visits the local residents every day. The only way he can get to the
neighbourhoods is along the Dnipro River. Serhiy calls this path "the road of life" because the
Russians are able to shoot at him even with small arms. He brings whatever he can get for the
people, from bread to construction foil. Because of the cold, lack of electricity and water, some
Antonivka residents decide to evacuate. According to Serhiy, about three thousand people out of the

pre-war population of 13,000 remain here.

Volodymyr, a resident of Antonivka:

Shelling. How to live here? There is no life here.

Where are you going?

To the Vinnytsia region. We come from there. We have been living here for 13 years. Five of us are
leaving: my grandmother, mother, brother, and Liosha, our neighbour, who will be like a family

member for us. (Liosha is in a wheelchair - editor's note)
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
